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Responsibilities of the District Children’s Bible Quizzing Director are to:

Represent children’s Bible quizzing and its interests at all Children’s Ministry
Council/Team meetings

L Become thoroughly familiar with the Children’s Bible Quizzing ministry—
philosophy, materials, and procedures

dSubmit an annual budget request to the Children’s Ministry Council/team, to
administer funds according to approved budget guidelines, and to keep a
detailed record of expenditures

dPlan, organize, and direct Children’s Bible Quizzing in the local church

dRecruit and train any needed helpers or scorekeepers, in cooperation with the
Children’s Ministry Council/team

dPromote Children’s Bible Quizzing at District Assembly

Submit an order for children’s Bible quizzing materials and supplies, in
consultation with the children’s Coordinator, following established procedures

dPrepare quizzers for regional, and world competitions

dPrepare an end-of-the-year report for the Children’s Ministry Council/team.

Local Church Bible Quizzing Director Responsibilities:

1 Contact the district children’s Bible quizzing Coordinator for information about
district- sponsored competitions (rules, procedures, dates, times, locations) and
to inform the Coordinator of the local church’s intent to participate

 Submit District Quizzing fees. $3 per Quizzers. Make Checks payable to:

KY District Church of the Nazarene NDI

 Prepare lesson materials each week and present them as a children’s Bible
study.

 Promote Children’s Bible Quizzing in the local church

1 Prepare quizzers for zone/area, district, regional, and world competitions

 Responsible for training and providing scorekeepers when requested by the
District Children’s Quiz Director.
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O Local Church Directors will register their Red and Blue Level Individual Quizzers and Declare their
Blue level teams of 4 prior to the start of Quizzing. Registration will generally take place 30min prior
to the scheduled start of opening prayer/comments at 0900 CST/1000EST.

A Local Church fees for the 2025-26 Quiz year will be $3.00 per registered quizzer. Please make checks
out to: KY District Church of the Nazarene NDI or come prepared to submit the exact amount of cash
to speed up registration. | thank you in advance. You should expect to receive a receipt to provide
your local church treasurer.

O In accordance with Rule 2.6, Local Church Directors will be required to declare quizzers with special
needs in advanced of the quiz to ensure accommodations can be provided. Local church
Directors/coaches should expect to assist in final coordination and resourcing of the specific
accommodations required. Declarations can be made to the District Coordinator/Director Mr.
George Young via text/phone call (585) 683-1446.

O For BLUE level quizzing only, we will use the combination method for the Quiz (4.3). All quizzers will
compete individual for individual awards. Only declared teams of four quizzers at the time of
registration will compete to earn a team award. Only declared teams will earn the opportunities to
earn BONUS points in accordance with Section 5 of the rule book.

Q In accordance with Rule 2.4 — Children and Churches do not compete against each other. All
competitors compete to reach an award level. All children and all churches who reach the same
award level receive the same award.

Individual Award Levels after two Rounds (Total of 40 Questions / 30 Questions):
 Bronze Award = 65-79% correct Blue (26-31 correct) Red (19-23 Correct)
* Silver Award = 80-89% correct Blue (32-35 correct) Red (24-26 Correct)
 Gold Award = 90=99% correct Blue (36-39 correct) Red (27-29 Correct)

 Gold All Star = 100% correct Blue (40 correct) Red (30 Correct)
Blue Level Only: Team Award Levels after two Rounds (5-points per questions, Total of 840 Possible
Points):

 Bronze Award = 65-79% correct (520-639)
* Silver Award = 80-89% correct (640-719)
 Gold Award = 90=99% correct (720-799)
 Gold All Star = 100% correct (800-840)

O Time-Outs: Each Local Church is authorized one 1-min Timeout per game. Only the Local Church
Quiz Director or Coach is the individual who may call a timeout. The District Quiz-Director or
Quizmaster may call a time-out at any time.

O See Section 8 and 9 for Challengers and Cheating. All challenges will be issued verbally to the
District Quiz-Director/Content Judge by the local children’s quiz director after the completion of 5-
question round (5, 10, 15, 20). If the challenge is accepted, we will use Option B and award everyone
the 5 points for the question.

O For the 2025-26 Quiz year, the hosting Church will provide the Red Level Quizmaster/Content Judge.
The District Quiz Director/Coordinator will select a Blue Level Quizmaster to free the Director to
serve as the Blue Level Content Judge. Otherwise, the District Quiz Director will serve as both the
Quizmaster and the Content Judge. All Churches participating will be required to provide one
scorekeeper per 5 quizzer per Rule 7.4.
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
